Hartford (pop. 2656) is in Geneva County in south eastern
Alabama, just about 8 miles north of the Florida state line. It
is at the junction of State Highways 52, 123, & 167, only 12
miles east of Geneva (the county seat), and 21 miles west of
Dothan. About 5 miles north is the Choctawhatchee River,
which flows into the Gulf of Mexico.

FROM THE SOUTH: I-10 to FL. 79 at Bonifay, go north on
79, becomes Alabama Hwy 167, to 4-way stop at Hartford,
left on AL Hwy 52, office is on right.

FROM THE NORTH: From Montgomery take Hwy 231
South to Troy, from Troy take Hwy 167 to 4-way stop in
Hartford. Turn right, office is on right.

FROM THE EAST: From Dothan take Hwy 52W. Go thru
